Blended Intensive Programme (BIP):

e These are short, intensive programmes that use innovative ways of learning and teaching, including the use
of online cooperation

e Ablended intensive programme has to be developed and implemented by at least 3 higher education
institutions (HEIs) awarded with an ECHE (Erasmus Charter) coming from at least 3 Programme Countries.
UK and Switzerland are not eligible.

e The minimum number of mobile participants in a BIP is 10 (max. 20)

e Eligible participants: students and/or staff

e Physical mobility from 5 days to 30 days of programme duration

e The virtual component is compulsory, but its duration is not defined, it could take place either before or after
the physical mobility

e The combined virtual and physical mobility must award a minimum of 3 ECTS credits for students.

e The coordinating university (in this case — Vilnius University) applies and receives the funding for
organisational support for the organization of the BIP

e Organisational support - 400 EUR per participant, with a minimum of 10 and a maximum of 20 funded
mobile learners

e The organisational support grant for BIP is a contribution to any cost incurred by the institution involved in
relation to the organisation of th BIP, such as costs related to the preparation, design, development,
implementation and follow-up of the programmes, including the delivery of physical and virtual/remote
activities as well as the overall management and coordination.

e Local students/staff from VU may take part in BIP, but are not eligible for Erasmus grant and are not counted
towards the min number of participants
