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1. GENERAL RULES
1.1. This description sets out the procedure for the preparation and defence of the final research works (Final thesis) of the English speaking students studying at the Faculty of Medicine of Vilnius University. This description is prepared in accordance with the Vilnius University Senate 2017 December 19th Resolution No. S-2017-12-11.

1.2. The terms used in the Recommendations are:

1.2.1. The Final thesis is a written essay which corresponds to the requirements of university studies and which indicates the student's ability to apply knowledge acquired through studies, to select the scientific literature appropriately, to apply the research methods properly, to solve independently the tasks raised, to present conclusions and recommendations, also showing the ability to correctly present the study in a correct scientific language.

1.2.2. The Defence Committee - is composed of competent specialists of the relevant medical specialties, whose experience is related to the field of study and approved by the Dean of the Faculty of Medicine. In the Faculty of Medicine, the Defence Committee is established in each Department/Clinic if there are students wishing to defend the Final thesis. The Committee at the Department/Clinical should consist of at least 5 (five) employees. The Committee is chaired by the Chairman of the Committee. In Department/Clinic, more than one Committee may be composed if the defences take place in different medical specialties.
1.2.3. The fact of the plagiarism is the use of another persons’ authorship, for example, use of the text of the protected object or its’ part without indicating the original author and source of that text or by indicating it incorrectly (not complying with the requirements of the citation) or giving a misleading reference.

1.2.4. Administrator – the staff member of the Faculty of Medicine responsible for management procedures and managing data in Vilnius University Study Information System (VUSIS). 
2. HOW TO PREPARE THE FINAL THESIS
2.1. The final research work is carried out in accordance with the methodology outlined in this document.
2.2.  The Final thesis may be of a descriptive or analytical nature. The classification of research studies and their differences are set out in Research methodology subject in the second year of the medical studies and it is recommended to follow them. Before writing the Final thesis, the student is also advised to read the methodological articles referenced in the Reference list of these recommendations. 
2.3. Students studying in English programme are also allowed to submit the narrative review as a Final thesis. In this type of research work no clinical cases or material from clinical setting is required. 
2.4. The Final thesis must be prepared in the fluent English language. The work should comply with the English language requirements and rules of writing, and bibliographic referencing, and their listing in research work.
3. SUPERVISION OF THE FINAL THESIS
3.1. The topics of the final thesis are offered by Departments or Clinics. The student may also suggest the topic of the Final thesis. The topic chosen must be agreed with the supervisor from the particular Department/Clinic.
3.2. It is mandatory that the Final thesis should be supervised by the staff member of the Medical Faculty, although the consultant of the thesis may not be a member of the Medical Faculty. The Final thesis should be prepared and defended in the Department/clinic where the supervisor belongs to. 

3.3. Students decide upon the Final thesis topic in the 8th semester of their studies.
3.4. The topics should relate to the Medical Study Programme and may include all the subjects taught throughout six years of education at the Medical Faculty (Annex 1). For international students the topics are given in English only. They should differ from the titles proposed to Lithuanian study programme students.
3.5. The proposed titles of the topics as well as their supervisors should be approved by the Medicine Programme Committee and the chairman of this Committee.
3.6.  Administrators of the Clinic/Departments enter the Final thesis topic to VUSIS by April 15th of the current year. Thesis topics will be published on VUSIS and / or VU MF website before May 1 of the current year, after consideration by the Medical Study Program Committee and approval by the Medical Study Program Committee Chairman and VUSIS Administrator.
3.7. Students choose their Final thesis topics at VUSIS, marking the topic they wish to select no later than 1st of June of the 8th semester.
3.8. When the student proposes the title of the topic of his / her own research, an application must be submitted to the head of the Institute indicating the title of the topic and the supervisor. The application must be signed by the student and his / her final thesis supervisor (Annex 2). The application may be submitted to Administrator of the Clinic/Department by email until the 1th of June.

3.9. If the Student does not decide on the topic of the Final thesis or if there are other problems, the topic and the Supervisor are suggested by the Head of the Department/Clinic. 
3.10. The final list of final topics will be published by the 15th June on VUSIS and / or the Faculty of Medicine website.

3.11. The recommended topic of the final thesis is the student's research work carried out during the study years. A clinical case or case series description or narrative review are equally suitable topic for the Final thesis. 
3.12. During the preparation of the final thesis the topic can be clarified, in exceptional cases the topic can be changed. The title of the thesis can be changed until the beginning of the 12th semester. Later changes will not be accepted. When changing the topic of the final thesis, a new application should be filled in and signed by the supervisor of the work. The duly completed application is sent to the Department/Clinic administrator where the work will be defended. Prior to this, the student must inform by e-mail the administrator of the Department/Clinic where he/she previously selected the topic about the change of the topic. Department/Clinic administrators cancel the primary topic selection in VU IS.
3.13.  If data or images are used in the clinical work, the student must obtain permission from the Administration of the hospital to use the clinical data in the final work before collecting and processing the clinical data. The permission of the Hospital Administration regarding the use of clinical data in the final thesis should be provided as an attachment.
3.14. If the student was enrolled in the biomedical research study as a person participating in the study, no further authorization from the Administration of the hospital is required. In that case permission for biomedical research shall be attached to the Final thesis.
3.15. The Student prepares the Final thesis honestly and independently, without violating the Law of the Republic of Lithuania on Copyright and Related Rights, and in compliance with the University's Code of Ethics.
3.16. The work is considered as plagiarism if it is entirely or partially written by another author and without suitable referencing or in other forms violates the Law on Copyright and Related Rights of the Republic of Lithuania.

3.17. The supervisor consults the student on various methodological issues during the Final thesis writing period. Correspondence concerning the thesis is performed only by the University email.
3.18. The supervisor is responsible for:

3.18.1. Advising students on work-related methodological issues (work structure, content, scope, etc.);

3.18.2. Consultation of students on the application of the Law on Copyright and Related Rights of the Republic of Lithuania, the Code of Academic Ethics of Vilnius University, the Regulations for the Preparation, Defence and permanent saving of Written Papers of Vilnius University, the Institute (Department, Clinic);

3.18.3. Obtaining permission to conduct a biomedical research if the student is expected to participate in the biomedical research and / or use his / her data to prepare a thesis;

3.18.4. Advising the students on the requirements applicable to health care institutions for the performance of the student's research papers, and making a decision regarding its submission to the head of the health care institution;

3.18.5. Systematic supervision of the final thesis preparation process, submission of remarks and suggestions while student preparing the thesis;

3.18.6. Assessing for independence/plagiarism of the final work through the system;

3.18.7. Assessment of the suitability of the Final Thesis and its compliance with the Requirements for the Final Theses, the decision whether or not to defend the Final Thesis.
4. STRUCTURE, CONTENT AND LENGTH OF THE FINAL THESIS
4.1. The research work must be clearly structured. The titles of its parts depend on the nature of the work. 

4.2. The following parts are necessary for the descriptive type of research work: title page, summary, introduction, keywords, description of a clinical case or case series, discussion, conclusions, recommendations, references.
4.3. Analytic type of work should include: title page, summary, keywords, introduction, patients and methods, results, discussion, conclusions and recommendations, references.
4.4. When submitting a literature review without a clinical case, the structure of the thesis depends on the topic chosen. The structure of the review is suggested: title page, summary, keywords, introduction, literature selection strategy, clinical description of the disease or condition, disease mechanisms and pathology, treatment methods, conclusions and suggestions, references. The structure should be agreed with the supervisor.
4.5. Summary should be in English and should not contain abbreviations, it should be of 200-250 words length. At the end of the summary the keywords corresponding to the topic of the research should appear.

4.6. Introduction indicates the relevance/hypothesis of the problem with the goal and the objectives of the research. Usually the goal of the research is to solve one theoretically and/or clinically relevant question. The goal must be specific. The goal can be divided into objectives. For the clinical cases or case series, the formulation of the objectives is not required.
4.7. If clinical cases or case series were chosen, they should clearly, but concisely reflect the course of the disease, peculiarities, laboratory and instrumental examination, outcome, prognosis (if applicable), observation findings and recommendations. Normal ranges of laboratory tests and their units are mandatory.

4.8. If the analytic type of research work is prepared (cross-sectional analytical study, cohort study, case control study, experimental study (with laboratory animals or humans)) the patients and methods section should be provided. In this section the computer programs and statistical methods used to calculate the results should be also stated.

4.8.1. Results should be displayed in descriptive and comparative manner. If the results are presented in tables, only the essential findings may be repeated in the text. Tables or pictures must be clear and understandable without the text.
4.8.2. Discussion critically evaluates what has been done on the subject in the world in comparison with results from this study. It is desirable to indicate the literature search strategy and literature analysis in the results chapter starting with the highest level of evidence.
4.9.  If the literature review without clinical case is submitted, the strategy for the selection of the studies is recommended, as well as the table with the characteristics of the studies included in the review and their results in results section. The discussion section provides a discussion with other similar reviews from previous reviews, showing the similarities and differences in results.
4.10. The research work ends with Conclusions and Recommendations. The findings must be specific and reflect the goals and objectives of the research. Abbreviations in this section are not allowed.
4.11. It is recommended to attach to the final thesis file printed articles or research abstracts by the author if there are so and not necessarily related to the topic of the final thesis. It is not possible to submit articles or abstracts solely as a final thesis.

4.12. The structure of narrative review depends on the field covered in the Final theses. If the narrative review is close to clinical field then suggestive structure is: title page, summary, keywords, introduction, literature search strategy, clinical presentation of disease or condition, mechanisms and pathology, diagnosis, management, conclusions, references. If narrative review is more close to basic science then suggestive structure is: title page, summary, keywords, introduction, literature search strategy, mechanisms of action, fields of application in clinical medicine, conclusions, references. The structure described above may be divided into sections if needed and adapted to particular needs of the topic or problem. The final structure of narrative review is agreed between the student and his supervisor.
4.13. References and data sources are mandatory in the Final thesis. The references are shown in brackets. The bibliography is based on the Vancouver system and the uniform requirements for manuscripts in biomedical magazines. When citing a reference for the first time in the text, its number is given in brackets. In the text the references are laid out in citation order. References should not exceed 50 sources; however, for narrative review more than 50 references are required. It is recommended to cite most recent publications. 
4.14. In order to avoid errors in the literature list, it is recommended to use one of the bibliography management programs: Zotero; RefWorks etc.
5. TECHNICAL REQUIREMENTS FOR FINAL THESIS
5.1. Scientific research work should be written in a fluent English language, without grammar, style, or proofreading mistakes. 
5.2. The research work should fit into 20 - 25 pages printed in 12 Times New Roman characters in 1.5 intervals. If there is a need to add more material it is recommended to add it in attachments.
5.3. Pages are numbered in the lower right corner of the page. Title page is not indexed. Numbering starts with a summary. An example of a title page is provided in Annex 3.

5.4. Section titles are capitalized. The new section follows the previous on the same page and without blank space.

5.5. Each table and picture must be titled. The titles of the tables and their numbers should appear over the table (e.g. Table 1 ....). Explanations and abbreviations should be indicated at the bottom of the table.

5.6. The titles and numbers of the diagrams or the pictures are given at the bottom of the figure (e.g. Figure 1 ....).

5.7. Figures and tables are numbered separately in an order, as they appear in the text.
5.8. The number of abbreviations should be minimized; the full term is given in the text along with the first abbreviation. There should be no abbreviations in the title, summary and conclusions.
6. SUBMISSION OF FINAL THESIS FOR ASSESSMENT AND DEFENCE PROCEDURE
6.1. The student shall submit the duly prepared work in pdf format to the Department / Clinic by e-mail with the name, position and position of the supervisor, the Head of the Department / Clinic, the consultant (if any) no later than May 20 of the final semester. The Student also signs the Guarantee along with the work submission process (Annex 4). The student takes responsibility that the supervisor is familiar with the work. The student uploads his/her final thesis to VUSIS no later than May 20 and signs the Guarantee simultaneously. The Annex 4 serves as an example of the Guarantee. The thesis should be uploaded to VUSIS on the basis of the Description of the Procedure for the Administration of Written Works in Vilnius University Study Information System (https://www.vu.lt/studijos/studentams/studijas-regulating-documents).
6.2. Final thesis should be registered in the journal of the Clinic/Department (Annex 5).

6.3. After uploading his/her final thesis to VUSIS, the supervisor carries out the Independence Check of the Final thesis. Upon completion of the verification, a computerized verification report (Annex 6) shall be generated, indicating the percentage of overlap of the Final Thesis with other electronic documents and, if overlaps are noted, comments shall be made.
6.4. The Clinic and Departments must confirm to the students that they have received their Final thesis by replying to the student by University email.
6.5. The correspondence between the students and the staff are carried through the university emails.
6.6. The Head of Department / Clinic appoints one reviewer to one Final thesis. Reviewer submits final thesis review according to approved form (Annex 7) to Department/Clinic administrators no later than 5 days before the approved defence date of Final thesis. 
6.7. The Head of the Department / Clinic should submit the list of the Defence Committee to the Study department (4 members plus the Chair and the contact details of the Chair) (Annex 8) by the 1st May  of the current year. On this basis the Study department prepares an order for the defense of the final thesis.
6.8. The Head of the Department/Clinic hands the Final theses and their reviews to the chairman of the respective Defence committee not later than 5 working days before the approved defence date. The review shall be sent to the student by email provided by the University at least 3 working days before the approved final date of defence.
6.9. Only those who have completed the whole study program can defend the Final thesis. Whether the study program was completed is determined by the Vice-dean of the Medicine faculty.

6.10. The Dean of the Faculty by his order, allows to defend the Final thesis that meet the following requirements:
6.10.1. The Final thesis were submitted and registered at the Department/Clinic;

6.10.2. The supervisor allowed the defence of the Final thesis and performed checking for Independence of the work;
6.10.3. The student has no academic debts;
6.10.4. If the Supervisor states that the Work is not properly prepared and cannot be defended, the Student has the right to apply to the Defence committee with a request to allow the defence procedure. After considering the Student's arguments, the Commission decides whether to allow the Student to defend his Final thesis or not.
7. THE DEFENCE OF THE FINAL THESIS
7.1. The evaluation of the Final thesis follows the description of the subject curriculum of the relevant study program, and these Recommendations, and the criteria established in the procedure for the assessment of the University's study achievements.
7.2. Evaluation and defence of the Final thesis:
7.2.1. The defence of the Final thesis takes place at the Defence Committee meeting during the examination session in spring, which is determined by the Order of the Dean.
7.2.2. At the request of the supervisor or the Head the Department/Clinic or the chairman of the study program, a research work whose results should not be openly accessed can be defended at a closed meeting of the Defence Committee. The Defence Committee announces a part of the meeting closed then.

7.2.3. Participants in a closed defence, if necessary, sign a confidentiality agreement (Annex 9). In addition to the Members of the Defence Committee and the Student, the closed session of the Final Thesis defence is open to the Supervisor and Reviewers. 
7.2.4. During the defence procedure the author of the Final thesis briefly presents the results of the research work, the content of which depends on the type of the work chosen: analytical or descriptive. During the defence the topic of the Final Thesis should not be questioned. The duration of the presentation is up to 10 min., preferably in Power Point slides.
7.2.5. After the presentation and answers to questions raised, the reviewer gives their opinion on the Final thesis. If the reviewers are not able to attend the Defence procedure, their written comments are read by the Chairman of the Defence committee.

8. EVALUATION OF THE FINAL THESIS

8.1. The Final theses are evaluated by the Defence committee.
8.2. The Defence committee follows the Rules of Final thesis defence, approved by the Medical Faculty, and the following Recommendations (Annex 10). If the Supervisor or Reviewer are within the Defence committee, they cannot vote for the decision on the final evaluation of their supervised or peer-reviewed work. 
8.3. When evaluating the Final Thesis, it is also recommended to take into account the Presentation itself, the author's answers to the reviewer and to the members of the Defence committee, the evaluation proposed by Reviewer, the correctness of language, style as well as other evaluation criteria provided in these Recommendations.

8.4. The final work is evaluated by each member of the Defence committee, and then the average of the assessments of all the members is derived. The final evaluation of the Final thesis must be endorsed by the entire Committee the decision should be adopted by a simple majority. If the opinions of the members disagree, the evaluation of the Final Thesis is based on the assessment proposed by the Chairman of the Defence committee.
8.5. The evaluation of the Final Thesis is based on the Independence Computer Verification Report. Once the fact of plagiarism is found, the Final Thesis cannot be defended. The supervisor informs the Dean of the case of dishonesty. The Dean, having become acquainted with the student's explanation, takes the decision according to Vilnius University Study Regulations.
8.6. Final theses in the form of an electronic document are stored from VUSIS after they are transferred to the Information System of the Lithuanian Academic Library (eLABa) in accordance with the procedure and terms established in its regulations. The pdf documents of the Final theses are stored in electronic format along with the defence procedure documents for five years.
8.7. Student, who failed at the Defence or missed the Defence procedure, is expelled from the University.
8.8. The student is allowed to defend the Final thesis after resuming the studies in the next year.
8.9. If failing for the second time, a new Final thesis must be prepared after the renewal of the studies and on a different topic.
9. FINAL COMMENTS
These Recommendations come into force after their approval at the Council of the Faculty of Medicine and from the date set in the meeting
